Description: The purpose of this day long certificate course is to enable trainees to better understand the affect that the Creative Arts /Recreation Therapies have on those diagnosed with Dementia and how using “thematic” language actually has been proven to enhance brain functioning. Trainees will receive education on previous research related to brain plasticity, neural regeneration and the phenomena of cognitive reserve which demonstrate that positive changes in neural activity can be activated by visual, auditory, and sensory stimulation which activities naturally provide.
Additionally, the purpose of this certificate course is to educate trainees on how the TTAP Method© program provides stimulation to three distinct brain systems: the affective system, strategic system, and the recognition system. Trainees will understand how Blooms’ Taxonomy of Learning is incorporated into the TTAP Method © approach, as well as how each of the nine steps of the TTAP Method © is designed and structured to enhance person centered programming, so as to stimulate the visual learner, the musical learner, linguistic learner, interpersonal learner, intrapersonal learner, kinesthetic, and spatial learner. 
Each participant will receive a TTAP Method ® Manual with details of all the PowerPoint’s discussed and in a section of the manual will be examples of activities that the participants can do immediately upon return to their workplace.

From the North:   From Niagara Falls Blvd. take Nash Road (Rt. 425 South).  The Sawyer Creek Restaurant is on the Corner.  Drive south along Nash Road until it turns into the Twin City Highway at Erie Avenue.  Continue to drive south on the highway paying attention to the green street destination signs.  Move into the left turning lane when you see Tremont Street East.  Turn left onto Division Street, around the median that separates the highway from Division Street.  The DeGraff Community Center is on the 4th building on the right side of the street, between the Taurean Room Hair Salon and Mia Pizza.

From the South:  From the I-290 take the Colvin Blvd. exit going north.  Follow RT 425 North for about 1 mile.  As you approach DeGraff Memorial Hospital you will see a sign for Tremont Street East just as you are coming over the bridge.  Bear to the right and get off at the first exit onto Division Street which is separated from the highway by a median.  Once on Division Street, pass Tremont Street and you will see the DeGraff Community Center on the right side of the street, between the Taurean Room Hair Salon and Mia Pizzeria.  It is the fourth building on the right.
